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An Update of the Migrasos in Metro Manila
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My wife (Jean) and I had started a feeding program the last two weeks.  We have Cubao Elementary School as our pilot or starting ministry for this program. Cubao Elementary School listed some 400 malnourished and underweight pupils. We joined the teachers’ concern for these students. “A lot of these students are attending classes with inadequate food or without breakfast at all everyday and as a teacher, I cannot bear looking at these children...r” tells Mrs. Bote, the school Principal.











Our first two weeks of feeding was so touching. Jean and I realized how privileged our children are. Our kids eat good breakfast every morning before going to school.  This is the first time that Jean and I encountered poor children at close range.  Our feeding schedules are done every Tuesdays and Wednesday of every week. There are 100 pupils we are going to feed as priority on schedule. We ask the Lord for more resources, as 300 more pupils are on “wait list” and are peeping through the door every feeding.  The school had provided a helper if we need some helps in cooking and preparation. They also allow us to use  a venue which is very conducive for the activity. With the meager funds we have to go to the market to look for cheaper yet nutritious vegetables. Our budget for each children ranges from a minimum of P7.00 to P10.00.

Do we really have to do this?


The Bible teaches us the Great Commission (Matthew 28:18-20) and the Great Commandment (John 19:19). These two should work hand in hand, but in reaching out to the poor and marginalized community, it is what we can do to them in terms of immediate need is most important. The poor needs food more than anything. It is true that the way to anyone’s heart is the stomach especially among poor and the needy. The Great Commission then will come to complete the task of winning them to the Kingdom of God.


We are convinced to really have to do this. The Lord has commanded us to take care the poor and the widows, and the orphan. The Lord also told us that this is the kind of worship that he is looking from us.


“Is not this the kind of fasting I have chosen;…Is it not to share your food with the hungry and to provide the poor wanderer with shelter-when you see the naked, to cloth him, and not to turn away from your own flesh and blood” (Isaiah 58:6-7)
